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Teddy Bear Olympics

Hold your very own Olympics at your picnic. How
about a Teddy Bear Relay Race, Teddy Bear
throwing/catching competition, or a Teddy and
Spoon Race? If you want to raise some money, you
could ask everyone to donate to enter.

Cuess the name of the Teddy Bear

Have one teddy available to ‘win’. Give it a name and
write it down along with other names on a grid. Ask
people to donate to guess the name, putting their
name alongside their guess. Once the grid is
complete, the real name is revealed, and the winner
takes the teddy home.
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How many sweeties does teddy have?

Fill a large jar with teddy bear-shaped sweets,
making sure you count how many go in! People
then pay to guess how many sweets are in the jar.
Record guesses on a sheet of paper, and at the end
of the picnic, the nearest guesser wins the jar.

Stick the Heart on the Teddy

Draw a large teddy bear on craft/roll paper. Give
each child a paper heart with their name or a
number on it. Blindfold each child when it's their
turn. Turn them around and then have them place
their heart on the bear's chest
